Rationale: How is this lesson relevant at this time with these students? Why is it important?
	One of the B.C Curriculum’s core competency is “Positive personal and cultural identity”. This competency in in place to ensure teachers help their students understand that everyone is different, to help them understand that people’s identity is made up of different parts and to teach students about relationships and cultural concepts.
